From the Rectory

Dear friends,

Greetings from Berlin. | arrived on Remembrance Sunday eve with my
Godfather Malcolm, disciple of Columba (‘dove’ in Latin), of the Maguire clan
whose motto is ‘justitia et fortitudo invincibilia sunt’ (‘justice and fortitude
are invincible’). Malcolm is my mother’s brother. Today we completed a
‘Pilgrimage of Peace’ around Berlin: Checkpoint Charlie; the Berlin Wall; East
German watchtowers; ‘Das Denkmal fur die ermordeten Juden Europas’
(Memorial to the murdered Jews of Europe); the Reichstag; The Brandenburg
Gate; The Siegessaule (Victory Column) and the Kaiser-Wilhelm Memorial
Church. It was a humbling and haunting pilgrimage. Symbols of Empire.
Pillars of pain.

The terrible impact of dehumanisation, violence and war. Reminders of the
subtle, hidden, or sometimes not so hidden checkpoints, walls, watchtowers,
divisions that exist in our churches and communities. We found fragments of
hope and inspiration at the ‘Reconciliation Chapel’ built from the rubble of a
church which when the wall was erected in 1961 stood within the death
strip, inaccessible to the people of both East
and the West and finally blown up by order |
of the GDR government in 1985, four years
before the wall fell. | reflected that there is
where our churches should be, places of
refuge from ‘sniper fire’, confronting the
powers that try and divide us and set us
against each other. It is written ‘Christ is our
peace, he has broken down the wall of
hostility that divides us’ (Ephesians 2), but
what am | or should | be doing in the real
world that makes a difference? Tomorrow,
we travel to Wittenberg. If like Martin Luther,
you could nail 95 theses to a church door to
change the world - what would they be?

First, which artists or bands sang these opening lines?

“I'm dreaming of a white Christmas just like the ones we used to know...”

“I'll have a blue Christmas without you...”

“You better watch out, you better not pout...”

“It was Christmas eve babe, in the drunk tank...”

Secondly, which of the above lines is closest to your anticipated Christmas
this year. Maybe it feels like your best Christmases are in the past, ‘like the
ones you used to know’. Maybe this Christmas will be another reminder of
heartache and heartbreak as someone ‘gave it away’. Maybe the emptiness
of loss means a ‘blue Christmas’ for you, without him or her or them. Maybe
Christmas heightens tensions and anxiety in your house and ‘you better
watch out’, or else. Maybe Christmas is spent ‘in the drunk tank’ as it’s the
only way to get through it. Mariah Carey sang: “l don’t want a lot for
Christmas, there’s just one thing | need...” For those enduring the terrible
pain of Christmas this year without a loved one, or the anguish of a
Christmas without a child they never got to share Christmas with, the just
one thing maybe never be a reality, which can just make each Christmas
worse.

I was in New York City recently to run the marathon for Weldmar
Hospicecare, mindful of those | visited in the last year in Weldmar and all
those grieving loved ones who | imagine are dreading having to get through
Christmas this year. | was staying on Upper Westside not far from the
Dakota Building where John Lennon was assassinated. His song ‘Imagine’ is
one of the greatest hymns to humanity ever written. But also, the opening
line of his and Yoko Ono’s Christmas classic ‘Happy Xmas (War is Over)’ is so
pertinent: “So this is Christmas and what have you done?” Somehow, you
and |, we must be Christ, the ‘X’; we must be the hope, and the love, and the
light this Christmas to our families and to our neighbours. We can reflect on
John and Yoko’s question, and embody and make real Band Aid’s classic
opening line: “It's Christmas time and there’s no need to be afraid...”

Our Night Sky in December 2025

Mars will be lost in the glare of the setting Sun,
while Saturn will be rising in the South East,
followed by Jupiter in the East. He will be
prominent throughout the night, following the
constellation of Orion. As you face him, look for
Betelgeux, the reddish star in his top right shoulder, which has been a
subject of interest in the past months.

At roughly 10 million years old, Betelgeux is much younger than our nearly 5-
billion-year-old Sun. But while it is much younger, it is also much more
massive and will burn through its materials faster, and will therefore have a
shorter lifespan than a star like our Sun. In 1836, astronomer and
mathematician Sir John Herschel documented Betelgeux's changing
brightness, but he was probably not the first to note it. Betelgeux has since
been classified as a "semiregular variable star," which is a type of variable
star that periodically waxes and wanes in brightness and occasionally

undergoes irregular light changes. In the Autumn of 2019, Betelgeux started
to drastically dip in brightness. Within months, the star had dimmed by about
60% in an event now known as the Great Dimming. Scientists found that
Betelgeux "blew its top": a piece of its surface material out into space (a type
of event known as a surface mass ejection). Once in space, this material
cooled into a dust cloud that temporarily blocked the light from the

star. Betelgeux will, eventually, go supernova. However, scientists expect this
isn't likely to happen for about another 100,000 years, at which point
Betelgeux will become either a neutron star or black hole. The star’s final
fate depends on how much material is left after the supernova event.

We were treated to lots
of photographs showing how much hidden work is required to produce the
beautiful water features in the show gardens including the Rewilding Garden
which won the Gold medal and best show garden in 2022.

Our walks will continue through the winter, weather permitting, but on
Sunday mornings. The Skittles team have already played two league games
and secured wins in both. Practice will continue, aiming for the
Championship title again this season.

The Bride Valley Book Club Review

Bride Valley Book Group Review - “The Lesser Bohemians” by Eimear
McBride

In case anyone wondered - we choose our books (as democratically as we
can) from Dorset Library’s stock of Book Group sets x10 - a catalogue which
is added to each year. More often than not these books are new to all of us
and often meet with a mixed response. Prize winners and critically acclaimed
titles are often chosen. “The Lesser Bohemians” by Eimear McBride was my
choice and it was not well received! The story follows a young girl from
Ireland who auditions to win a place at one of London’s prestigious Drama
Schools where she meets and falls into a problematic relationship with an
older actor. One determined member of our group persevered and finished
the novel but the rest of us really struggled with the impressionistic and
staccato style of the prose. The use of jumbled syntax proved annoying for
some but it did allow for some inventive wordplay. We had an interesting
discussion as to why we found the prose so impenetrable. Some of us lost
patience, some of us were reading other books and found the swapping from
one to another too challenging. We agreed that this style of prose requires
from the reader a degree of concentration and attention. | felt she had
written within the Irish tradition, echoing writers like James Joyce. This novel
has been much praised by the critics but few of us managed to engage with
it. We always share recommendations of titles (and often the books
themselves) we have actually read and enjoyed. These discussions are
sometimes the most rewarding part of our meetings.

25™ December: The history of Christmas

The Bible does not give a date for the birth of Jesus. In the third
century it was suggested that Jesus was conceived at the Spring
equinox, 25" March, popularising the belief that He was born nine
months later on 25™ December. John Chrysostom, the Archbishop of
Constantinople, encouraged Christians worldwide to make Christmas a
holy day in about 400.

In the early Middle Ages, Christians celebrated a series of midwinter
holy days. Epiphany (which recalls the visit to the infant Jesus of
the wise men bearing gifts) was the climax of 12 days of Christmas,
beginning on 25™ December. The Emperor Charlemagne chose 25™
December for his coronation in 800, and the prominence of Christmas
Day rose. In England, William the Conqueror also chose 25" December
for his coronation in 1066, and the date became a fixture both for
religious observance and feasting.
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Cooking a boar was a common feature of mediaeval Christmas feasts,
and singing carols accompanied it. Writers of the time lament the
fact that the true significance of Christmas was being lost because of
partying. They condemn the rise of ‘misrule’ - drunken dancing and
promiscuity. The day was a public holiday, and traditions of bringing
evergreen foliage into the house and the exchange of gifts (usually on
Epiphany) date from this time.

In the 17th century the rise of new Protestant denominations led to a
rejection of many celebrations that were associated with Catholic
Christianity. Christmas was one of them. After the execution of
Charles I, England’s Puritan rulers made the celebration of Christmas
illegal for 14 years. The restoration of Charles II ended the ban, but
religious leaders continued to discourage excess, especially in
Scotland. In Western Europe (but not worldwide) the day for
exchanging gifts changed from Epiphany (6" January) to Christmas
Day.

By the 1820s, there was a sense that the significance of Christmas
was declining. Charles Dickens was one of several writers who sought
to restore it. His novel A Christmas Carol was significant in reviving
merriment during the festival. He emphasised charity and family
reunions, alongside religious observance. Christmas frees, paper chains,
cards and many well-known carols date from this time. So did the
tradition of Boxing Day, on 26 th December, when tradesmen who had
given reliable service during the year would collect ‘boxes’ of money
or gifts from their customers.

In Europe Santa Claus is the figure associated with the bringing of
gifts. Santa Claus is a shortening of the name of Saint Nicholas, who
was a Christian bishop in the fourth century in present-day

Turkey. He was particularly noted for his care for children and for his
generosity to the poor. By the Middle Ages his appearance, in red
bishop’s robes and a mitre, was adored in the Netherlands and familiar
across Europe.
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Father Christmas dates from 17th century England, where he was a
secular figure of good cheer (more associated with drunkenness than
gifts). The transformation of Santa Claus into today’s Father
Christmas started in New York in the 1880s, where his red robes and
white beard became potent advertising symbols. In some countries
(such as Latin America and Eastern Europe) the tradition attempts to
combine the secular and religious elements by holding that Santa
Claus makes children’s presents and then gives them to the baby
Jesus to distribute.

My dear Nephew Darren

And so, the old year draws to a close, and you are packing o move to
your own first parish in January. Let me give you some final words of
advice.

Curates, you will have noticed, are forgiven everything. I hope you
have appreciated this period of grace, because come 15" January, all
that will change. You will then become responsible for everything
that goes wrong in your church. You must be able to mend leaking
taps, shovel snow, arrange flowers, mow the churchyard and run
jumble sales. You will be expected to know the moment someone falls
ill - preferably the day before.

In addition, they will expect you to preach profound sermons - in
seven minutes flat, and to lead a life of prayerful solitude while
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being the life and soul of the parish. From the day your predecessor
left, he will have turned into a saint. You will be their new
disappointment. Be assured that whatever you do, you

will a/ways disappoint someone.

Be prepared for phone calls at 3am telling you that someone has left
a light on in church, and shouldn't you go turn and it of f? You will be
asked about car parking arrangements for the October Harvest
Service by mid-January, while hymns for the 9 Lessons and Carols
will be required by early summer. I suggest you buy in extra
pullovers, overcoats and scarves for life in your vicarage. A good
number of mousetraps may well come in useful too.

Welcome to your new life of an incumbent. Expect that each Sunday
morning, as you prepare for the service, there will be a straggling
queue of people who want to tell you an astonishing variety of things:
there is a large cobweb 30 feet up over the pulpit, they don't like
the second hymn on the board, the flowers look rough this week,
there may be a bat in the vestry, some child has left a shoe in the
back porch, and the car park has broken glass in it.

You may find this a distraction as you prepare for a worship service.
But remember that at least they have bothered o come to church at
all. In my experience, congregations are always irritating, but at
least they do take up a lot of space, and that looks good in the pews.
The church would look empty without them.
